Acrylic Painting Class Supply List
You will need- Liquitex Acrylic Paint (Matt Basics Value Series) These are reasonably priced...$3.25 a tube on sale- $4 if not on sale. All items can be purchased at Hobby Lobby or Michaels.
Colors: The highlighted colors are the basic colors needed for starting. Beyond that it is very nice to have ALL colors on the list but isn’t necessary right away. 
Warm Blue = Ultramarine Blue

Cool Blue = Cobalt Blue
Warm Yellow = Cadmium Yellow 

Cool Yellow = Lemon Yellow Light (Cadmium Yellow Light)
Warm Red = Cadmium Red Light
Cool Red = Alizarin Crimson

2 White = Titanium White 
Black = Mars Black
Burnt Umber
Liquitex= Gloss Medium & Varnish (Fluid Medium) This runs about $20 for a large bottle, less for the smaller. The smaller is all you need however.

Pad of Canvas Paper- great for trying out new techniques, colors etc.
8x10 Stretched Canvas (you may buy these as you need them) These go on sale often in a two pack for quite cheap. You may use larger if you wish. 
Wax Paper or an old large white plate to use as a palette
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Must be the smaller tube that says MATT on it. (Better quality!) Less transparent!
Students may use my brushes for a while until they figure out what they like.  At some point they may want their own but isn’t necessary right now.

Acrylics are hard on brushes. Use bristle (hog hair) and synthetic hair brushes. Refrain from the ultra cheap brushes as the bristles come off the brush and get stuck in the paint and causes a lot of frustration. Brushes are very personal. What style or size you want to buy depends on the kind of marks you want to make. 
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
